Minutes of the Open Space Committee November 2, 2006

Brian Trippe attended our last meeting to continue discussion of our Open Space Plan.  Brian has not had time to work on this since our last meeting, but hopes to start on it soon.

He asked if we had info regarding historical sites in town that we could compile for the plan, particularly open space related.

I offered to research the status of town owned lands - are they protected or not, and if not should they be?

I request that we review the Open Space Plan that was distributed again, as well as the statement of work that Brian suggested to make sure that it still forms an adequate description of a plan that will be useful in New Boston.

After Brian's discussion we talked about the Chancey property.  We agreed to pursue an appraisal of the land and to look into the Farm and Ranch Lands Protection Program to see if this would qualify.  I have since contacted Steve Hundley who heads this up and was encouraged to start an application. It also requires a site specific soil survey which costs $35.  This could come from our kitty.

A point that I neglected to mention is that we are out of the Open Space brochures.  Should we buy more?  Are there any changes needed?  I suggest not expending more than $500 on this.  Do you concur?
