Treasurer’s Report - $739, 681.57 of which $580,624.13 is for Open Space Land Purchase

Ken Lombard – Open Space Committee


Chancey Property – Town attorney has the option to purchase, will have Jed Callen look at the document, Ken will hand deliver to the Chancey’s. This is the formal document of previously discussed matters.  FRPP requires an appraisal on the FRPP piece, but will need to have an appraisal of the entire parcel.  Will check on options, appraisal not to exceed $5,000.00.


Lachance Property - $250.00 legal fees pending on easement, motion made and seconded to pay the fee for legal work on the easement.  Town attorney advises no easement due to obligation to monitor and enforce same, Town could be held liable.  This would be the first Cluster Development Open Space Easement, with eight landowners holding 1/8 interest each, a homeowners association and covenants, too many people involved in the easement.  Conservation Commission will need to establish a template for easements in this type of development. Ken has spoken to Jed Callen regarding this.  Suggestion made to put together a checklist of concerns, and ask other Towns if they have any information, also, seek help from the NHACC and maybe Brenda Lind.  Will discuss at October Meeting.

Footbridge – Repairs from the flooding finished. Burkhamer to write article for NBBulletin.

Rail Trail Culvert – Hope to start work in late September or early October.

Mill Pond Area Table – Purchase table frame – maybe use Trex decking instead of wood, cost will allow for purchase of one table for both classes.  Motion made and seconded to purchase table frame.

McCurdy Road/ Lorden Development – Audra Klumb dropped off easement document, need to read – will have special meeting. Burkhamer to post for next Wednesday afternoon.

Twin Bridge Road/Gordon Development – original plan has changed, now one cul-de-sac and fewer lots.  Might have to re-apply for a new dredge and fill.  Suggest a conservation easement on the lots by the river as well as lot 2-62, PWA would be best to hold the easement. Tupper and Wilson will go to PB meeting.

PSNH – Expedited D&F – PSNH is replacing poles in the area - Thomson and Dodge did on-site, poles are now square and made of glue-lam.  One of the new poles is in the stream and one is in the flood plain, contact River Management Association.

Tupper – Map/Lot 017-011 – D&F – Riverbank repair due to flood damage, Dodge did onsite.

Membership – Mark Brown was given an application, David and Maria Merry will think about joining, they are more interested in helping with the stewardship of the Middle Branch Conservation Area.

Annual Meeting – SNHPC – no one able to attend.

CIP – will request $1,000.00

Mill Pond Footbridge – Sandi Van Scoyoc left packet of material regarding project, CC to work on list of questions/concerns, which Burkhamer will email to Sandi.

Workshop Information - Global warming, Municipal water rights and Community Outreach Program – distributed
